Indoor Climbing Competition

Entries Open: Monday, January 26th

Entries Close: Tuesday, February 3rd @ 8pm

Play Begins When & Where: The climbing competition will be a two (2) day event. The event will be held on
Thursday, February 5th and Friday, February 6th from 6:00pm to 9:00pm on the Outdoor Adventure Climbing
Wall, in the Colvin Recreation Center.

Leagues: Men’s and Women's 25 participants max on each day.

Mandatory Captains’ Meeting: There will be a mandatory meeting for all climbers on Thursday, February 5th
and February 6th @ 5:20pm in front of the climbing wall, located in the Colvin Recreation Center. THIS IS A
MANDATORY MEETING. Each climber must be present or a forfeit fee of $10 will be charged to the individual..
Immediately following the mandatory meeting the competition will begin..

Competition Structure: The climbing competition will be scored on a points system. We will use an open
format which will allow climbers to make multiple attempts on each route (1st Try = 100%, 2nd Try = 75%, 3rd
Try = 66%, Worked = 50%). Each climber will collect points by climbing a total of 5 routes. There will be 10
total routes setup on the wall for the competition and each climber may chose any 5 of the 10 routes.
Participants may complete their climbs at any time throughout the two (2) day period. Climbers must have
a fellow competitor or event volunteer present when completing a climb. This witness must initial the
climber’s scorecard validating the points earned. This climbing competition is opened to all OSU students, NOC
Gateway students, faculty and staff who have purchased a Colvin Recreation Center Activity Card or who are wall
certified through OSU’s Outdoor Adventure Program.

Additional Information: Participants need not be certified climbers, belayers will be provided. For those
climbers who have personal climbing gear, it is recommended that you bring it to the event. All personal gear
will be inspected by the Outdoor Adventure Staff and may be subject to denied usage. Other climbers who
need equipment will be given the proper equipment free of charge by the O.A. staff. The only equipment that
will come with a charge will be climbing shoe rentals. O.A. charges $3 per shoe rental (participants will pay for shoe
rental at the event, not during sign-up). All participants will be required to sign an Outdoor Adventure Assumption
of Risk form prior to climbing.

Awards: Intramural Championship T-shirts will be given to the winners of each league.
All-University Points will be awarded for those teams competing in the points race.
