Mandatory Captains’ Meeting: There will be a mandatory meeting for all teams on Thursday, March 12th @ 7:30pm
in Engineering South 317. THIS IS A MANDATORY MEETING. A team representative must be present or a forfeit fee
of $15 will be charged to the team captain. Rules and game strategy will be discussed at the captains’ meeting. Team
schedules will be distributed at the duration of the captains’ meeting.

Forfeit Fees: A $25 forfeit fee will be assessed to the forfeiting team. Participants may concede before 12-noon on
the day of contest or by 5pm Friday for weekend games.

Tournament Structure: The season will consist of a three (3) week round robin season with only the top two teams
advancing to the single elimination playoff tournament. Wheelchair basketball is being played as an open league.
Teams may consist of men and women or teams may be only one gender. All teams will compete against each other.
Playoff brackets will be posted immediately following the final regular season game played.

Additional Information: Wheelchair basketball is open to all athletes. This sport is not only for participants who have a
disability. If you are a basketball player, you will love the strategy and skill level it takes to play basketball in a
wheelchair. Height helps, shooting ability helps, but chair speed is what matters. Give it a try, you will find that you
will love it.

Teams/Roster: A team consists of five (5) players, however, a team may start/play a game with a minimum of four (4)
players. A minimum roster of four (4) people must be turned in at the time of registration. Player full names and all
eight (8) digits of the CWID must be included on the registration form (incomplete rosters will not be accepted).
Rosters are limited to a maximum of ten (10) participants.

Awards: Intramural Championship T-shirts will be given to the winners of the league champion (winners of the single
elimination tournament). All-University Points will be awarded for those teams competing in the points race.
